Intellectual Game “Jeopardy”

Objectives:
· to develop students language skills in listening and speaking

· to stimulate students think and analyze

· to improve skills of pronunciation

· to develop their skills in giving opinions

· to broaden their outlook

· to foster the desire to read and get information in different branches of science, culture and social life

Materials: cards with questions, a cassette-recorder, a board.

Procedure 
Teacher. Dear friends! We are happy to greet you at our intellectual game “Jeopardy”. I hope it’s your love to English that has made you come here. I am sure if you know a foreign language, you stand a step higher than other people because a new language is not simply the additional means of communication. It’s a new unknown word, new culture, a thing that differs you from other people who haven’t learned it yet.
The participants of the show will have the opportunity to demonstrate their knowledge of English and intelligence.

The rules of the game
The pupils (18) are grouped up into 3 teams. Each team chooses a topic and a question which are placed on the board.

(The number of the topics and the topics themselves may be different)

The higher the “price”, the more difficult the question is. 10 or 20 seconds are given for discussion and thinking the question over. If the answer is correct, the team scores 100-400 points (or dollars) and loses if it fails. In this case the members of other teams can answer the question but without sharing opinion with teammates.
